The goal of the first CHlp IN is to
ensure the house is clean and in good
repair when our active brothers re-
occupy “Jordan House” at the beginning
of Winter Term. These men have worked
diligently to rebuild our chapter and to
ensure our fraternity is able to continue
to thrive on Hanover’s campus, and it is

Institute) has hosted since 2006. Their
recent chapter growth is an indication of
the alumni and active cooperation, and
it has helped the recruitment program,
as well. They continue to receive
compliment from neighbors regarding
the condition of the house, and it has
been a tremendous source of chapter
pride. Their alumni have been able to
share home repairs skills with the
actives, while the actives have gained a

greater sense of ownership through

contributing significant sweat equity.

We would like to have a strong turnout
for this inaugural event to ensure that
Chi Chapter House Corporation and
alumni brothers are not faceless
entities to the actives. Future events
will likely be held at the end of the
summer, prior to the actives returning
to campus for Fall Term. It is our hope
that this event can grow, and allow us
to make more significant renovations in
